The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm by Chairwoman Jane Tenor.

Approve/ Amend Agenda: Mark Handeland made a motion to approve the agenda as posted.  Todd Hendricks seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Minutes:  Joel Pansier made a motion to approve the July 11, 2012 minutes as written.  Mark Handeland seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Public Hearings:  None

New Business:
a. The Commission reviewed the CSM request by Terry Van Hout of Mead & Hunt, agent for the Town of Ledgeview, to create two lots on parcel D-235 located on Scray Hill Rd.  Lot 1 contains the salt storage shed and remains Town property.  Lot 2 contains the water tower, water reservoir and LW-1 pumping station owned by Ledgeview Sanitary Dist. #2.  The split allows the sanitary district to grant an easement to Central Brown County Water Authority to LW-1.  Jane Tenor made a motion to recommend approval of the CSM.  Rebecca Afshar seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
b. The Commission reviewed the CSM request by Richard Huxford, surveyor for Richard Martin, owner, to create a lot from parent parcel D-275 located on Dutchman Rd.   After CSM paperwork was submitted, Mr. Huxford was informed that the property must be rezoned first and an area development plan needs to be submitted.  Jane Tenor made a motion to table the matter until the October meeting.  Mark Handeland seconded the motion and it carried.
c. The commission reviewed the request by Lexington Homes for a sign at Woodland Estates Apartments, 1324 Angel’s Path, parcel D-361-9.  Robert Ernest agent for Lexington Homes was present.  The sign meets setback, height, dimension and landscape design requirements.  The current temporary sign will be removed when the new sign is installed.  Ms. Afshar asked for assurance from Mr. Ernest that the final height of the sign after installation would be 8 feet from the existing grade.  He agreed.  Rebecca Afshar made a motion to recommend approval of the sign with the height restrictions.  Joel seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
